toe for several months

ÅPhysical examination: 

ïDark, hemorrhagic, soft tissue lesion on the distal 

medial aspect of the great toe 

ïThree peripheral purple satellite lesions, 4 mm in 

diameter each



Imaging (MRI)

Å1.4 cm enhancing subcutaneous soft 

tissue mass lesion at the medial aspect of 

the distal left first phalanx 

ÅUnremarkable adjacent bone with no 

cortical erosion 

ÅGrossly unremarkable visualized muscles

ïGross examination: 0.8 x 1.6 x 0.2 cm well 

circumscribed, firm, tan-pink mass with minute cystic 

foci

ïRe-excision of left great toe mass

ÅSimilar histologic findings to original biopsy

ÅPositive surgical margins

ïInguinal lymphadenectomy

ÅMetastatic myopericytoma

ïVascular invasion

Å2/24/04
ïRe-excision of left great toe mass

ÅIslands of residual tumor within fibrofatty tissue

ïHistologically identical to prior history

ÅRadiation/Chemotherapy



Å10/20/05
ïSurveillance abdominal CT scan
Åfocal wall thickening, right colon

Å10/25/05
ïTotal colonoscopy
ÅLarge ulcerated, multi-nodular mass, cecum

ïBiopsy: poorly differentiated invasive adenocarcinoma

Å11/17/05
ïRight colectomy with distal ileectomy
ÅAdenocarcinoma, poorly differentiated, 9.4 cm in greatest dimension

ÅProminent lymphovascular invasion

ÅMetastatic adenocarcinoma within 10/19 sampled regional lymph 
nodes

ïAdjuvant chemotherapy 
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
