Attention all Pathologists and
Laboratory Directors

The Coroner’'s office asks that the following information be incorporated into standard operating
procedure. Please share this information with the appropriate individuals at your institutions, including:

Hospital Administration
Nursing Director

ER staff

Decedent Affairs Office

A. The Coroner/ME has a need for admission blood samples on all deaths accepted as
Coroner’s cases.
Initial admission blood samples collected on patients in the Emergency room (preferably before the
initiation of therapies) and sent to the Laboratory and/or Blood Bank should be saved for the
Coroner’s Office. Any serum/plasma samples will also be useful for specialized testing. Such
samples will be picked up by the Coroner’s Office staff when they come to remove the decedent.
This will help with comprehensive Quantitative and Qualitative toxicology testing. These requests
will be made by the Coroner’s Office personnel to the hospital staff making the initial call to report a
case.

B. The Coroner/ME will appreciate getting results on all toxicology screening tests ordered by
Emergency Room personnel.

C. The Coroner/ME requests Hospital Laboratory (Microbiology) personnel follow through with
cultures taken on patients suspected of an infectious disease process.
(Some hospitals terminate cultures and serologic testing for infectious diseases soon after a
patient’s demise). We kindly ask that you complete such testing.

OBITUARY

Dr. Milton Feinberg passed away December 31, 2009 from complications of cancer. A graduate of Central YMCA College in Chicago,
Dr. Feinberg completed Medical School at the University of Illinois followed by an internship at Michael Reese Hospital. In 1941, Dr.
Feinberg joined the U.S. Army Medical Corps and served in Europe until 1946, attaining the rank of major. He made an important
contribution to the Ground Forces Reinforcement Command, establishing a program that effectively shortened medical rehabilitation
time. Dr. Feinberg went on to complete residencies in general surgery and pathology at the Hines VA Hospital and UCSF, respectively.
He practiced surgery in Muskogee, OK, and St. Paul, MN before switching to pathology. Since 1960, he practiced pathology in Los
Angeles, and chaired the Dept. of Pathology at L.A. County Olive View Medical Center. From 1977, he was an assistant clinical
professor of Pathology at UCLA.

Throughout his career, he was actively involved with numerous professional organizations, including the American Board of Clinical and
Anatomic Pathology, American Board of General Surgery, College of American Pathologists, American Society of Clinical Pathologists,
American College of Surgeons, California Society of Pathology, Los Angeles Society of Pathologists, American Medical Association,
California Medical Society, and the Los Angeles Medical Association.

Dr. Feinberg also loved sailing and sailboats (almost as much as he loved his work). He also was an advocate of urban wilderness,
assisting his beloved wife, Marjorie Feinberg, in her efforts to implement her concept of a Rim of the Valley wilderness park. Dr.
Feinberg was treasured by his family, friends, and colleagues. May his memory, like his life, always be a blessing.
